
Course Description 
Grade 2 Elementary General/Vocal Music 
 
Philosophy Statement:  God created the world with innumerous sounds.  Since the beginning God has 
given music to mankind to enrich lives and to enhance man’s expression of love to his Creator.  The Bible 
gives several instances when men and women glorify and praise God through singing and the use of 
instruments.
